Continuing Our Journey Together continues this week with a presentation at all Masses by our 
parish finance council to further describe our program.   

 
A brochure has also been sent to all registered families explaining that a review of our 

finances shows that over the past five fiscal years shows parish revenue has increased by an 
average of 5.8% per year.  While this is a testament to the generosity of our parishioners, our 
annual parish expenses have increased by an average of 5.6% over the same period of time.   

 
It is important to keep in mind that there are significant costs associated with maintaining 

our parish buildings are not budgeted for (and therefore above the annual parish expense 
totals).  Therefore, we need to ask for your help to address our growing list of parish 
maintenance projects.
